Inset Days 2020-21 
Due to the disruptions to the school year and the fact that there are significant ‘unknowns’ 
regarding September, we have had to make changes to our Inset Days. There has also been a 
change to the availability of our Talk for Writing contact which has also meant that some of 
these days have been changed. We are not in a position, like we have in previous years, to 
align all our inset days to the beginning or the end of half term holidays, as you can see by the 
date in red.
