The Primary PE and sport premium guidance, outlines 5 key priorities that funding should be used towards. It is not
necessary that spending has to meet all the key priorities, we select the priorities that we aim to use any funding towards.

Although completing this template is not a requirement for schools, we at GJS consider it best practice to be as transparent as possible in an
attempt to ensure we provide the best possible long term provision for all children using the additional funding currently allocated to schools.

We outline what the impact this funding has had on pupils’ PE and sport participation and attainment here and how any spending will be
sustainable in the future.
