Incidents are generally extremely low and infrequent at GJS anyway but for there to be 
0 negative behaviour incidents by a whole class for an entire half term, is impressive. They follow 3AR 
who also accumulated 0 incidents last half term in the lead up to Christmas and gain additional break 
time privileges on Fridays. The AB Break Time Award was introduced by our Anti-Bullying Strs in 2022 
as a way of rewarding those who uphold our school values and UNICEF Rights Respecting status each 
break and lunchtime.
