Attendance

e would like to remind parents that where a child is taken out of school for 10 sessions or more and the
‘leave of absence’ is without the authority of the Headteacher, each parent is liable to receive a penalty
notice for each child who is absent. If a parent/carer has not incurred a penalty notice relating to the rele-
vant child/children since 19 August 2024, then the penalty notice will be char%ed at the rate of £160.00, per
parent/carer per child, if paid within 28 days. This will be reduced to £80.00 if paid within 21 days of re-
ceipt of the notice. Failure to pay the Penalty Notice will result in Surrey County Council considering legal
proceedings against you in the Magistrates Court. Further information is given within our Attendance Policy.
